Agricultural Summary:  The vast majority of Colorado 

experienced dry conditions last week, ideal for harvest 

activities and seasonal preparations.  Livestock producers 

were focusing on marketing of livestock and transitioning 

herds to winter feed.  Dwindling moisture supplies remain a 

concern for some producers.  On average, farmers were 

allowed 6.4 days in the field for operations.

Row Crops:  At 95 percent, the corn harvest was virtually 

complete by week’s end.  The sorghum harvest progressed to 

82 percent complete, up from 69 percent previously.  Ninety-

four percent of the sunflower crop has been harvested thus far, 

compared with 93 percent a year ago and the average of 85 

percent.
