AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY:  Precipitation occurred in greater significance throughout much of Colorado, limiting field 

accessibility.  However, harvesting activities were generally approaching completion with sorghum virtually complete by week’s end.  

Stored feed supplies were rated 1 percent very short, 1 percent short, 74 percent adequate, and 24 percent surplus.  Sheep death loss was 

rated 1 percent heavy, 63 percent average, and 36 percent light.  Cattle death loss was rated 2 percent heavy, 72 percent average, and 26 

percent light.
