County-level estimates for 2018 row crops are now available, according to the USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics
Service. The estimates, based primarily on surveys conducted with farmers and ranchers last fall, can be accessed using the

The commodity estimates include corn for grain, sorghum, and oil and non-oil sunflowers for Colorado. County-level
estimates for other late season crops and hay will be published in April 2019.
