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This report provides the results of the Winter Wheat Seedings by Variety Survey, 1996 Crop,
conducted by the Colorado Agricultural Statistics Service. Responses were tabulated from 2,195
winter wheat producers throughout Colorado covering 37.3 percent of the estimated 3.0 million
acres seeded for the 1996 crop. The survey was not statistically drawn to provide a direct
expansion of the seeded acreage by variety or a measure of the sampling error. While a
sufficient number of responses were tabulated to identify the major varieties of winter wheat for
the state and major districts, the varietal percentages in minor producing areas may not be
adequately represented.

Tam 107 continued to be the most popular variety of winter wheat seeded in Colorado for the
eighth consecutive year. That variety was planted on 56.9 percent of the 3.0 million acres
seeded for the 1996 crop compared with 63.3 percent of the acreage seeded for the 1995 crop.
Lamar, the second leading variety for the fourth consecutive year, accounted for 7.4 percent of
the acreage seeded. Yuma advanced to third and was seeded on 5.3 percent of the 1996 acreage
compared with 2.7 percent a year ago.

The combined acreage of Scout and Scout 66 retained fourth place with 3.3 percent of the
acreage seeded compared with 3.9 percent for the 1995 crop. Baca fell from third to fifth place,
accounting for 2.9 percent of the 1996 seedings. Tomahawk ranked sixth and was planted on
2.6 percent of the acreage seeded for the 1996 crop.

Tam 200, Longhorn, Hawk, and Laredo complete the list of the top ten varieties with 2.0
percent, 2.0 percent, 1.7 percent, and 1.2 percent of the acreage, respectively. The top ten

varieties represented 85.3 percent of the state's total acreage seeded for the 1996 crop. In 1995,
the top ten varieties accounted for 87.6 percent of the total seeded acreage.
