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Rain Storms Ease Crop Stress 
 
For the week ending, August 15, 2010, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.9 days in Delaware and 6.1 days in Maryland. Soil moisture 
ratings are primarily short to adequate in Maryland and Delaware.  Crop reporters in both states reported rain events. One crop reporter in 
Southern Maryland reported: “Good rains fell this week which will help with pasture, hay fields and soybeans.” Another reporter from 
Delaware reported: “Light rains, heavy in some locations, are helping some soybeans.” 
 
Hay supplies remained adequate throughout Maryland and Delaware. Pasture is rated mostly fair for both Maryland and poor to fair in 
Delaware.  Corn for grain is in mainly fair condition for both Maryland and Delaware. Soybeans were also rated in mainly fair conditions for 
both Maryland and Delaware. Maryland is reporting 99 percent completed for the second cutting of alfalfa hay, while Delaware reached 100 
percent completion. Third cutting of alfalfa hay for Maryland is 69 percent completed, while Delaware reached 44 percent completion. Other 
hay second cutting reached 97 percent in Maryland and 100 percent in Delaware. Maryland is reporting 91 percent bloomed for soybeans 
and Delaware is reporting 89 percent bloomed. Apples and peaches are rated in good condition. Harvest is at or above 18 and 80 percent 
completion for apples and peaches, respectively in both states.
