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Weather Remains Favorable for Continued Planting 
 

For the week ending, May 2, 2010, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.0 days in Maryland and 6.0 days in Delaware. 
Soil moisture ratings were primarily adequate. A Western Maryland crop reporter reported, “Barley is heading out and 
most of our rye has been harvested for silage. Corn planters are getting no break if the sun is shining the planter is 
moving with fury.” 
 
Hay supplies have remained adequate throughout Maryland and Delaware. Pasture conditions continued to rate fair to 
good in both states. Small grains are in good condition. Weather has remained favorable for continued planting.  Corn 
for grain planting is progressing steadily at 55 percent in Maryland and 71 percent in Delaware. Potato planting is over 
90 percent in both Maryland and Delaware.  Snap bean planting has also increased for both states—9 percent planted 
in Delaware and 24 percent in Maryland. Fruit crops are close if not 100 percent bloomed in both states with peaches at 
100 percent bloomed in Maryland and apples at 99 percent.  Delaware is close behind with apples at 79 percent and 
peaches at 98 percent bloomed.
