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 Conditions Remain Hot and Dry Despite Weekend Rain 
 
For the week ending, June 12, 2011, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.7 days in Maryland and 6.3 days in Delaware. Soil moisture ratings were short to 
adequate in both states. A Delaware crop reporter reported, “Some storms came through with some maintenance rain to keep the corn alive and the beans 
coming up but a lot more is needed.” A Maryland crop reporter reported, “The hot dry weather has been tough on the crops but good for hay making.”   
 
Hay supplies remained adequate throughout Maryland and Delaware. Maryland is reporting 99 percent completed for the first cutting of alfalfa and 97 percent 
for other hay. Delaware is reporting 98 percent completed for the first cutting of both alfalfa and other hay. Corn for grain planting is almost complete with 
both Maryland and Delaware reporting 99 percent planted.  Delaware is reporting corn for grain is 94 percent emerged and Maryland is reporting 95 percent 
emerged. Soybean planting is firmly under way in both states with 70 percent planted and 55 percent emerged in Maryland and 75 percent planted and 49 
percent emerged in Delaware. In Maryland, Barley is 97 percent turned and 37 percent harvested while in Delaware Barley is 100 percent turned and 35 
percent harvested.  Winter wheat is 100 percent headed in both Maryland and Delaware and 85 percent turned and 11 percent harvested in Delaware while 
Maryland is reporting 82 percent turned and 6 percent harvested. Strawberries were 88 percent harvested in Maryland and 98 percent harvested in Delaware. 
Apple and Peach conditions rated primarily good in both states.
