The January hatch of broiler-type chicks, at 9,531,000, was
down 4 percent from a year earlier. Broiler-type eggs in incubators
on February 1, at 8,122,000, were 4 percent above a year ago.

UNITED STATES

The January 1999 hatch of broiler-type chicks, at 749
million, was up 2 percent from January of the previous year. There
were 620 million eggs in incubators on February 1, 2000, up 2
percent from a year earlier.

Leading breeders placed 6.86 million broiler-type pullet
chicks for future domestic hatchery supply flocks during January
2000, down 3 percent from January 1999.

Egg-type chicks hatched during January totaled 34.1 million,
down 4 percent from January 1999. Eggs in incubators totaled
32.8 million on February 1, 2000, down 3 percent from a year ago.

Domestic placements of egg-type pullet chicks for future
hatchery supply flocks by leading breeders totaled 121,000 during
January 2000, up 28 percent from January 1999.
