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Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in the United States for feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head 

totaled 11.4 million head on March 1, 2011. The inventory was five percent above March 1, 2010. 

 

Placements in feedlots during February totaled 1.66 million, one percent below 2010. Net placements were 1.60 million 

head. During February, placements of cattle and calves weighing less than 600 pounds were 400,000, 600-699 pounds 

were 365,000, and 700-799 pounds were 489,000 and 800 pounds and greater were 410,000. Marketings of fed cattle 

during February totaled 1.79 million, four percent above 2010. Other disappearance totaled 60,000 during February, 

12 percent below 2010. 
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The February hatch of broiler-type chicks, at 4.35 million, was four percent below a year earlier. Broiler-type eggs in 
incubators on March 1 at 4.08 million, was one percent below a year ago. 
 

Broiler-type chicks hatched during February 2011 totaled 709 million, up one percent from February 2010. Eggs in 

incubators totaled 642 million on March 1, 2011, down slightly from a year earlier. Leading breeders placed 7.11 million 

broiler-type pullet chicks for future domestic hatchery supply flocks during February 2011, up two percent from February 

2010. Egg-type chicks hatched during February 2011 totaled 37.3 million, down seven percent from February 2010. Eggs 

in incubators totaled 40.0 million on March 1, 2011, up three percent from a year ago. Domestic placements of egg-type 

pullet chicks for future hatchery supply flocks by leading breeders totaled 264 thousand during February 2011, down 

11 percent from February 2010. 

 

Table egg production in Florida during February 2011 was 199 million eggs, 12 percent below the previous month. Total 

egg production was 203 million eggs compared to 233 million eggs the previous month. 

United States egg production totaled 7.01 billion during February 

2011, up one percent from last year. Production included 

6.03 billion table eggs, and 974 million hatching eggs, of which 

908 million were broiler-type and 66 million were egg-type. The 

total number of layers during February 2011 averaged 339 

million, down slightly from last year. February egg production 

per 100 layers was 2,065 eggs, up one percent from February 

2010. All layers in the United States on March 1, 2011 totaled 

339 million, down one percent from last year. The 339 million 

layers consisted of 282 million layers producing table or market 

type eggs, 54.1 million layers producing broiler-type hatching 

eggs, and 3.02 million layers producing egg-type hatching eggs. 

Rate of lay per day on March 1, 2011, averaged 73.9 eggs per 

100 layers. 
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Florida dairy farms produced 202 million pounds of milk during February 2011, 12.2 percent above the previous 

February. Production per cow in February of 1,715 pounds was eight percent above February of last year. Milk cow 

numbers on Florida dairy farms in February totaled 118,000, five percent above February of last year. 
 

 

Milk production in the 23 major States during February 2011 totaled 14.0 billion pounds, up 2.4 percent from February 

2010. January revised production at 15.2 billion pounds, was up 2.5 percent from January 2010. The January revision 

represented a decrease of 21 million pounds or 0.1 percent from last month’s preliminary production estimate. Production 

per cow in the 23 major States averaged 1,666 pounds for February, 24 pounds above February 2010. The number of milk 

cows on farms in the 23 major States was 8.40 million head, 81,000 head more than February 2010, but no change from 

January 2011. 

 

United States inventory of all hogs and pigs on March 1, 2011 was 64.0 million head. This was up one percent from 

March 1, 2010, but down one percent from December 1, 2010. Breeding inventory, at 5.79 million head, was up slightly 

from last year, and the previous quarter. Market hog inventory, at 58.2 million head, was up one percent from last year, 

but down one percent from last quarter. 
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 Commercial red meat output in Florida for February 2011 was 8.8 million pounds, two percent above last month and 

nine percent below last year. Commercial red meat production for the United States totaled 3.81 billion pounds in 

February 2011, up two percent from 3.74 billion pounds produced in February 2010.
