Florida  
On January 1, 2010, meat and all other goats for Florida totaled 60,000 head, up from 55,000 head in 2009. Milk 

goats totaled 5,000 head, compared to 6,000 head, on January 1, 2009. 

 
United States 
All goat inventories in the United States on January 1, 2010, totaled 3.04 million head, down one percent from 2009. 

Breeding goat inventory totaled 2.53 million head down one percent from 2009. All market goats and kids totaled 

518,000 head, down two percent from a year ago. On January 1, 2010 meat and all other goats totaled 2.54 million 

head, down slightly from 2009. Milk goat inventory increased to 355,000 head while angora goats were down 

19 percent totaling 150,000 head. The 2009 kid crop totaled 1.94 million head for all goats, down one percent from 

2008.  

 

December Hogs and Pigs 
 
Florida 
Florida inventory of all hogs and pigs was estimated at 20,000 head on December 1, 2009, unchanged from a year 

earlier. Breeding inventory at 5,000 head remained the same as last year’s total. Market hog inventory of 15,000 head 

was unchanged from the previous year. The pig crop for December 2008 through November 2009 totaled 54,000 

down 2,000 head from the previous year. 
 

United States 
U.S. inventory of all hogs and pigs on December 1, 2009 was 65.8 million head. This was down two percent from 

December 1, 2008, and down two percent from September 1, 2009. Breeding inventory, at 5.85 million head, was 

down three percent from last year and down slightly from the previous quarter. Market hog inventory, at 60.0 million 

head, was down two percent from last year and down two percent from last quarter.
