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Warm Weather in Idaho Provides Great Week for Fieldwork 
 

Days suitable for fieldwork were 6.6. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 5% poor, 20% fair, 53% good, and 22% 

excellent. Temperatures ranged from 5 degrees above normal to 11 degrees above normal. Overall reported crop conditions saw a 

slight decrease but still looked very good as a whole. Pasture conditions remained stable when compared to the previous week. There 

was a general decrease in soil moisture due to the above average heat throughout the state. The warm weather allowed for great crop 

growth this week. Winter wheat and potato crops experienced fast growth. Cattle are out on the summer range. The ranges appeared to 

be in much better condition after recent rain in the previous weeks. Southeastern Idaho reported major activities included irrigation 

and first crop hay production. South Central Idaho reported increased numbers of grasshoppers being spotted in the area. They did not 

cause a problem this reporting week but they are being monitored. No other severe crop problems or livestock problems were 

reported. 

 

 

 

Increased Temperatures in Washington 
 
Days suitable for fieldwork were 6.9. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 1% very poor, 14% poor, 41% fair, 41% good, 

and 3% excellent.  In western Washington, dry weather and warm temperatures continued producers with irrigation systems were 

irrigating. Fields were very dry and hot dairies were cooling cattle in the barns. Raspberry growers were reported smaller than normal 

sized fruit due to heat and lack of rain. Raspberries and blueberries continued ripen. Strawberry harvest continued. Temperatures 

continued to be above normal in Central Washington, some areas reporting above 100 temperatures. Some crop damage was report in 

the Mason area to the cherry and apple crops due to hail damage. Some areas throughout Central Washington reported winter wheat 

beginning to turn gold. Conditions have been ideal for hay premium quality alfalfa, orchard, and timothy were being put up in barns. 

Reports also indicated lack of livestock water and low levels in creeks/springs. Traditional spring cattle drives pushing heard through 

the valley to mountain range for summer grazing. Extreme heat placed tress as having ‘shut-down’ where fruit did not size up and 

sugars were not being produced. Raspberry, blueberry, apricots and cherries were being harvested in Yakima County. Approximately 

15 percent of the hop crop has crest on their trellises. Early sweet corn was on tassel. Extreme warm temperatures began to take a toll 

on crops and pastures; precipitation is much needed throughout the region. Shallow soil was began to show signs of stress. Much 

precipitation was needed throughout the Eastern Washington.  
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Heat Wave in Oregon Affecting Crops and Irrigation 
 
There were 6.5 days suitable for fieldwork. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 2% very poor, 19% poor, 45% fair, 30% 

good, and 4% excellent. In the northwestern region corn silage was up and grass harvest continued in Tillamook County. In Columbia 

County there was increased importance placed on irrigation scheduling. Some modest sunburn damage to berry crops was reported. 

Raspberry and blueberries were coming on. Hay weather was excellent. In Lane County record high temperatures were reported the 

first half of the week. Irrigation was required for most crops with the exception of some grass seed fields. Irrigation was also being 

applied to newly planted hazelnut orchards. Sweet corn planting was nearing completion. Hay harvest was in full swing. Strawberries 

were through the first picking with average yields reported. Specialty oil crops were beginning to bloom also requiring irrigation. 

Winter wheat was fully headed and harvest was predicted as being approximately two weeks early. Apples, pears and peaches were 

getting big. Garlic was getting to be good sized and still growing. Cherries were still being harvested. Blueberry harvest was 

beginning. Cold crops were bolting with the recent heat wave. Washington County reported field corn irrigation under way. Crimson 

clover was being swathed for drying before combining. Haying was in full swing. Strawberries continued to produce and raspberries 

and blackberries were maturing. Sweet corn planting continued and the first planting was growing well. Small nursery plants were 

being harvested to large containers. Both buffalo and cattle looked good. Low temperatures were reported at 40 degrees with a high 

temperature of 86 degrees with no precipitation. In the northcentral region, Sherman County reported that the heat really exposed how 

dry crops have been the last 3 – 4 months and most available soil moisture had been used up. Cereal crop harvest will begin soon. In 

Wasco County the hot weather slowed down fruit harvest as growers stopped picking early in the day to reduce fruit softening from 

moisture loss. Fruit size was good to excellent. Sugars were high, but firmness was down due to hot weather. In the northeastern 

region, Umatilla County that wheat harvest was nearing and due to the extreme heat all dryland crops were suffering. In the 

southeastern region reported no precipitation. Small grain hay was being harvested and alfalfa harvest was beginning. In the 

southwestern region thundershowers hit some hay in the eastern part of Josephine County. The first cutting was in progress in most 

places and potatoes were being planted. Prevented planting reports were coming in for spring seeded grains and potatoes were affected 

by lack of irrigation water.
