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Idaho Receives More Rain 
 

Days suitable for fieldwork were 5.2. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 10% very poor, 20% poor, 35% fair, 32% 

good, and 3% excellent. Low temperatures were reported at 21 degrees Fahrenheit in the eastern region and a high temperature of 72 

degrees Fahrenheit in the southwest region with a statewide temperature differential of 1 degree to 9 degrees above normal. Most 

harvests were completed across the state, with few crops left in the fields. Winter wheat planting activity was complete in almost all 

areas, while some areas still had a little planting left. Most of the winter wheat crop had emerged and looked to be in great condition. 

Corn for grain harvest was well underway. The trend of unseasonably warm weather continued, as compared to historical values, but 

temperatures still continued to cool from the previous weeks. The sugarbeet harvest continued to move along steadily this reporting 

week, making up for some slow progress earlier in the harvest. The weather also helped the farmers in completing their fall field work. 

Franklin County reported most field work was winding down. Idaho received some heavy rains this week. Reporters expressed 

gratitude for the rain and welcomed it. The rain greatly improved top soil conditions across the state, with minor improvements in 

subsoil moisture. Idaho livestock looked to be in very good condition. Caribou County reported calves were being marketed and cows 

were out on fall pasture. Overall Idaho crops continued to be in good condition as the state moved through the fall season. 

 

 

 

Fall Precipitation Benefits Winter Wheat Seeding in Washington  
 

There were 5.6 days suitable for work. Pasture conditions were reported as 24% very poor, 40% poor, 22% fair and 14% good. Rainy 

and windy conditions were reported throughout western Washington. There were reports of some areas being flooded. Reports 

continued to indicate a shortage of water for a smooth cranberry wet harvest in Pacific County. Additional moisture benefited pastures 

and fields throughout the district. Wet weather slowed business for the corn maze and pumpkin farms since most fields were wet by 

the end of the week. Green chop continued to be harvested. Scattered showers continued throughout central Washington. Winter 

wheat was reported to be short with some areas still not having emerged. No concerns were reported regarding possible crop damage 

or cattle losses due to weather conditions. Most of the crop producing areas of Yakima County were still waiting for the first plant 

killing frost for the autumn. Weather continued to remain warm and overcast with some scattered showers throughout the week. All 

tree fruit harvest neared completion. Focus shifted to winterizing irrigation equipment and orchards. Annual vegetable production 

began to wind down. Fall planting continued to do well throughout the east central district. Major agricultural activity consisted of 

potato, onion, apple, pear and dry corn harvest. Temperatures began to cool down to average fall temperatures throughout the district. 

Precipitation was reported throughout southeastern Washington. No freezing temperatures reported yet. The rain kept some producers 

from completing their fall seeding. Respondents continued to report the need of more precipitation.  
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Wet Weather Returned Aiding Fall Seeded Crops in Oregon 
 

There were 6.1 days suitable for fieldwork. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 27% very poor, 35% poor, 31% fair, and 

7% good. In the northwestern region, more wet weather arrived. Most harvests were done or in the last stages. A few grain fields were 

left to plant. Pastures improved slightly. Farm stands slowed down. Wheat and grass seed fields sprouted with recent rains. Christmas 

tree harvest was underway for export trees with little damage from drought reported. Berries were prepared for winter dormancy and 

filbert orchards were trimmed. Nursery trees were balled, burlapped and shipped. Livestock were in good shape. The low temperature 

was 44 degrees Fahrenheit, with a high of 60 degrees Fahrenheit. In the north central region, rain showers were spotty. There was a 

big push to wrap up wheat seeding. In the northeastern region, wheat acres on the east and central parts of the county were seeded, 

while the west end waited for moisture to seed. Seeded wheat emerged nicely on no-till acres, but was a bit spotty on conventional 

tilled acres due to cool nights drawing up moisture from the soil and warm days. In the southeastern region, carrot harvest continued. 

Rain toward the end of the week shut down field work. Lake County reported some precipitation over the weekend, but conditions 

were still very dry throughout the county. In the southwestern region, Coos and Curry Counties remained at D3 drought levels. Both 

counties received the season’s first significant rainfall with three inches recorded in Bandon and nearly two and a half inches recorded 

in Brookings. Low temperatures were well above the 5-year average and high temperatures were a little above the 5-year average. 

Water levels in rivers and creeks remained low. Cattle continued to be shipped to feedlots for water and feed supplements. Fall growth 

in grazing lands was evident with moisture and warm temperatures. Fruit crops on the coast looked good. Fall work was mostly 

completed for the year and grape and pear harvest was complete. Red Blotch disease was visible in vineyards.
