There were NO DAYS SUITABLE for FIELDWORK for the
week ending April 8 as cool, wet weather kept
fields too muddy to work. Only a few corn fields
have been planted, primarily in southern areas.

WINTER WHEAT on Friday, April 8, was reported as
192 excellent, 68Z good, and 13% fair. Reports
indicate that the wheat in poorly~drained fields 1is
showing some yellow due to the cool, wet weather.

. seeded as of Sunday, April 10, was 17X complete
compared to 16% last year and the 5-year average
(1978-1982) of 28Z.

ALFALFA condition as of April 8 was reported as 12%
excellent, 682 good, 192 fair, and 1% poor.

PLOWING for 1983 Corm and Soybean acreage i1is 73%
complete compared to 70% last year and the S5-year
average of 727, The wet weather during the last
few weeks has allowed very little plowing to be
done.

PASTURES were reported as 10% excellent, 66% good,

20 fair, and 4Z poor. They are supplying about
202 of the livestock roughage requirements,
slightly more than last year and the 5-year
average.

LIVESTOCK was reported to be 4in fair to good

gemdition although there are some problems with
4 * pastures and lots. Feed requirements are

2r than normal because of the cool, wet weather

and some problems with calving and lambing have
been reported.

SOIL MOISTURE was reported to be 93% surplus and 7%
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WEATHER

TEMPERATURES for the period of April 4 thru 10
averaged 3 to 8 degrees below normal throughout the
State as a cool period continued for the third
straight week.

PRECIPITATION was moderate to heavy over the
State. Rainfall amounts ranged from .75 of an inch
to 2.90 inches, with the heavier amounts falling in
the extreme South. The Illinois and Mississippi
rivers are still above flood stage.

The OUTLOOK for April 12 thru 18 1s for

temperatures to be below normal and E?Ecigitation
to be near normal.
