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CROPS

Scattered rain across the northwest, east, southwest
and southeast areas of the State slowed wheat and
hay harvest last week, as farmers continued to
receive adequate to surplus moisture. There was an
average of 4.25 days rated as suitable for fieldwork
vith the northern half most active. The major field
activities were: harvesting wheat and hay,
cultivating and spraying soybeans, tending
livestock, and repairing farm machinery.

On July 20, 87% of the CORN acreage was silked
(tasseled), compared to 81% last year and the 5-year
average (1981-85) of 60%. Twenty percent of the
crop was in the dough stage, compared to 13% 1last
year and the average of 8%. Condition of the crop
on July 18 was reported as 65% excellent, 33% good,
fgﬂkﬁd 2% fair.

JYBEANS, on July 20, had 772 of the acreage
blooming, compared to 69% last year and the 5-year
average of 57%. Thirty-five percent of the acreage
was setting pods, compared with 23% last year and
the average of 16%Z. Condition of soybeans on July
18 was reported as 362 excellent, 59% good, and 5%
fair.

Harvest of WINTER WHEAT as of July 20 was 98%
complete, compared to 98% last year and the 5-year
average (1981-85) of 97%.
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VEATHER

The five days' weather ending July 21 was above
normal throughout the State, and precipitation was
little and spotty.

TEMPERATURES were generally 3° to 7°
with the greatest positive deviations
third of the State.

PRECIPITATION fell during the first day or two of
the period. No precipitation was received from the
Northwest to the far West, and along a band from
Springfield to the Northeast. Most of the remainder
of the State received 0.20" or less, except for Peru
with 1,20 inch.

The OUTLOOK for Wednesday thru Priday is calling for
Pleasantly cool temperatures. Showers could dampen
soils on Friday. The 6 to 10 day extended outlook
for July 26 to the 30th is calling for near normal
temperatures while precipitation will be less than
usual. The 30-day outlook from July 15 thru
August 15 1s for temperatures to be above normal.
Precipitation is expected to be below normal. The
90-day outlook from July thru September is for near
normal temperatures and precipitation.
