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CROPS

Crop conditions improved slightly aided by rainfall received earlier in the
week in most areas of the State; however, most areas are still reporting
significant shortages of soil moisture to support the growing crops. Fieldwork
continued quite active, with planting of most spring crops now complete or
nearly complete over virtually the entire State. Farmers have also been mowing
and baling hay, cultivating and hoeing the emerged crops, side-dressing
nitrogen, spraying post-emergence chemicals and pesticides, scouting fields,
and caring for livestock. Problems reported in some areas of the State are
herbicide damage, soybean leaf beetle, alfalfa weevil, and wireworm damage.
For the week of May 21-27, there was an average of five days suitable for
fieldwork.

Condition of the CORN crop on May 27 was reported as 87 excellent, 702
good, 21Z fair, and 1% poor. On May 29, the average height of all corn that
had emerged was 10 inches, compared to 10 inches last year and the average of 6
inches. The average height of the most advanced fields was 15 inches, compared
to 18 inches last year and the average of 11 inches.

SOYBEAN planting, as of May 29, was about 977 complete, compared to 88%
last year and the average of 677. Condition of the crop that had emerged on
May 27 was 2% excellent, 617 good, 34% fair, and 3% poor.

Condition of WINTER WHEAT on May 27 was reported as 8% excellent, 66% good,
20% fair, and 6% poor. By May 29, 98Z of the acreage was heading, compared to
97Z last year and the average of 84%7. Sixty-five percent of the acreage was
filling, compared to 687 last year and the average of 45%. Seven percent of
the wheat acreage was turning yellow, compared to 24% last year and the average
of 10Z.

OAT condition on May 27 was reported as 8% excellent, 577 good, 24% fair,
and 117 poor. Eighteen percent of the acreage was heading on May 29, compared
to 377 last year and the average of 19%.

SORGHUM planting on May 29 was 85Z complete, compared to 71Z last year, and
the average of 40Z. Condition of the crop on May 27 was reported to 2%
excellent, 637 good, and 35% fair.

Cutting of the first crop of ALFALFA HAY was 697 complete, compared to 572%
last year and the average of 38Z%Z. Condition of the crop on May 27 was reported
as 5% excellent, 497 good, 41Z fair, and 5% poor.

Cutting of CLOVER HAY on May 29 was 52Z7 complete compared to 52% last year
and the average of 29Z. Condition of the crop on May 27 was reported to be 5%
excellent, 57Z good, 32% fair, and 6Z poor.

PASTURE condition, as of May 27, was rated as 2Z excellent, 302 good, 52%
fair, 14% poor, and 2% very poor.

SOIL MOISTURE on May 27 was reported as 84% short and 16% adequate.

AVERAGE HIGH TEMPERATURES RANGED FROM THE MID-70'S NORTH TO NEAR 80 IN THE

NORMAL IN THE NORTH BUT 6 TO 7 DEGREES BELOW NORMAL 1IN PARTS OF THE SOUTH.
LOWS FELL INTO THE 30'S IN THE NORTH AND SOME CENTRAL SECTIONS EARLY IN THE
PERIOD WITH A LOW OF 32 REPORTED AT ELIZABETH ON WEDNESDAY.

MOST AREAS RECEIVED SOME RAINFALL ALTHOUGH TOTALS REMAINED UNDER A HALF
INCH IN MUCH OF ILLINOIS. SEVEN-DAY TOTALS EXCEEDED AN INCH IN A FEW AREAS
WITH OVER 2 INCHES REPORTED AT PERRY.

OUTLOOKS INDICATE DRY, WARM WEATHER FOR THIS WEEK IN ILLINOIS WITH THE NEXT
CHANCE FOR SHOWERS TOWARD THE END OF THE WEEK.
