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Agricultural Summary

The warmer temperatures last week helped wheat fields and pastures “green up”,
but showers across most of the state have prevented soils from drying enough for
farmers to get an early start planting corn. During the 4.3 days suitable for
fieldwork, some progress was made seeding oats, applied anhydrous ammonia and
with light spring tillage. As of April 8, 42 percent of the oat acreage had been
seeded, still eight percent behind the five-year average and well below the 2000
early crop that was 78 percent planted by April 8. Topsoil moisture was rated
seven percent short or very short, 81 percent adequate and 12 percent surplus.
The condition of the wheat crop was rated ten percent excellent, 57 percent good,
28 percent fair, four percent poor and one percent very poor. The cost of
anhydrous is still a concern, but reports indicate that supplies are adequate.
Other activities on the farm last week included shop work and planter
preparation, pruning fruit trees, some grain hauling, caring for livestock and
hauling manure.
