Agricultural Summary

Cooler temperatures moved into Illinois during the later half of last week
providing much needed relief for the state’s corn and soybean crops. Rainfall
also accompanied the cooler weather with most areas receiving only a few tenths
of an inch accumulation. Areas that were missed by the rains are beginning to
suffer and will need rain soon or else corn pollination will be adversely
affected. Wheat and rye harvest in northern regions of the state are wrapping
up with straw baling being completed quickly under the dry conditions. Japanese
beetle damage reports are coming in from all areas of the state and some severe
infestations in corn and soybean fields have farmers spraying to keep them under
control. Beetles were eating the silks off in corn fields with some defoliation
occurring in soybean fields. Farmers were also checking leafhopper infestations
in their alfalfa crops and watching for grasshopper infestations along field
edges. Other activities last week included hauling grain, spraying post
herbicides in soybeans, baling hay and mowing waterways and roadsides.
