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Old crop corn stocks in all positions on September 1, 2015 totaled 311 million bushels, up 171 percent from 

September 1, 2014.  On-farm stocks totaled 84.0 million bushels, while off-farm stocks totaled 227 million 

bushels.  The June - August 2015 indicated disappearance is 540 million bushels, up 20 percent from the same 

period last year. 

 

Old crop soybean stocks in all positions on September 1, 2015 totaled 28.2 million bushels, up 185 percent 

from September 1, 2014.  On-farm stocks totaled 6.40 million bushels, while off-farm stocks totaled 

21.8 million bushels.  The June - August 2015 indicated disappearance is 65.3 million bushels, up 40 percent 

from the same period last year. 

 

All wheat stocks in all positions on September 1, 2015 totaled 38.7 million bushels, down 2 percent from 

September 1, 2014.  On-farm stocks totaled 6.70 million bushels, while off-farm stocks totaled 32.0 million 

bushels.  The June - August 2015 indicated disappearance is 16.5 million bushels, up slightly from the same 

period last year.
