show good gr owt h t he foll owing we ek . Adequate t o
surplus soil moi sture | evels through the end of May aided
pasture growth. By June 4, 84 percent of the Stateds
pastures were in good to excellent condition. After t he
first we ek in June, pastur e conditions began to
deteriorate due to drought <conditions. By September 24,
pasture conditions hit a season | ow with 48 percent rated
poor to very poor. Suppl ement al feeding of hay and
using CRP acres for emergency haying and grazing

were required in parts of the State affected most by the
drought conditions. Rai n i n October hel ped i mprove
conditions and green wup of pastures at the end of t he
season. The last rating of the season showed 35 percent
good to excellent.
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
