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 Agricultural Summary:  Kansas producers averaged 5.4 days suitable for fieldwork.  Fall harvesting of cotton and 
sorghum were the primary activities across the State.  Most of Kansas received some precipitation, but dry conditions 
generally persist.  Topsoil moisture was rated 9 percent very short, 44 percent short, 46 percent adequate, and 1 percent 
surplus.  Subsoil moisture was rated 6 percent very short, 39 percent short, and 55 percent adequate. 
 
Field Crop Report:  Ninety-six percent of the wheat has emerged, compared to 99 percent for 2006 crop year and 97 
percent for the 5-year average.  Seven percent of the winter wheat has been pastured.  Winter wheat condition was rated 
at 2 percent very poor, 13 percent poor, 42 percent fair, 40 percent good, and 3 percent excellent.  Seventy percent of the 
cotton has been harvested, compared to 54 percent last year and 48 percent for the 5-year average. 
 
Feed Supplies Report:  Range and pasture conditions were rated 4 percent very poor, 18 percent poor, 39 percent fair, 
35 percent good, and 4 percent excellent.  Feed grain supplies were rated 3 percent short, 91 percent adequate, and 6 
percent surplus.  Hay and forage supplies were rated 1 percent very short, 7 percent short, 88 percent adequate, and 4 
percent surplus.  Stock water supplies were rated 4 percent very short, 17 percent short, and 79 percent adequate.
