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Kansas Farm Production Expenditures Down 5.6 Percent in 2009

Kansas Farm Expenditures totaled $12.24 billion in 2009, down 5.6 percent from the revised 2008 total of $12.97 billion.
Total farm expenditures at the U.S. level were down 6.4 percent to $287.4 billion. Kansas operations accounted for 4.3
percent of the National farm expenditures.

The top four expense categories with the largest per farm percent increase in Kansas were: Feed, up 9.5 percent; Seeds
& Plants, up 8.9 percent; Farm Services, up 4.6 percent; Farm Supplies & Repairs, up 1.8 percent.

Data for this publication are a result of the Agricultural Resource Management Survey Phase Il (ARMS I1lI). Nationally,
33,348 farm operations were contacted during the months of January to April 2010 with 21,050 operations responding.

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Kansas Average per Farm Expenditures Fall to $186,870

An average of $186,870 was spent on farm expenses in Kansas for the 2009 year. This is down 5.6 percent from the revised
2008 average of $198,015. Since Kansas expenditure estimates began being published in 2005, average expenditures have
risen 46 percent.

On average, the top four expenditures on a Kansas operation were: Livestock, Poultry & Related Expenses at $43,053, Feed at
$31,756, Farm Services at $17,405, and Rent at $15,267.
