Field Crops Report

Ideal weather conditions throughout the week allowed producers to progress with field activities. As rice began to
head, fungicide applications were made for sheath blight and blast control. Soybean planting neared completion
and with good weather should be completed within a couple of weeks. Cotton producers have completed planting.
Sugarcane producers were working fallow land. First cutting of hay continued. Winter wheat harvested reached
89% complete, 10 points behind the 5-year average.

Fruits, Vegetables and Specialty Crops
Vegetable producers continued to harvest and sell produce. Fields were sprayed to control insects and diseases.
Crawfish production continues to slow as producers drain ponds.

Livestock, Pasture and Range Report
Cattlemen continued working livestock and fertilizing pastures.
