According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Louisiana, there were 5.9 days suitable for fieldwork for the 

week ending Sunday, August 26, 2018. Topsoil moisture supplies were 6 percent very short, 43 percent short, 48 percent 

adequate, and 3 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 7 percent very short, 44 percent short, 46 percent 

adequate, and 3 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 65.6 degrees Fahrenheit at Saint Joseph to 77.3 degrees 

Fahrenheit at New Orleans. Highs ranged from 88.6 degrees Fahrenheit at Lake Providence to 98.3 degrees Fahrenheit at 

Minden. The precipitation for this week was spread throughout the State, with the highest concentration in the southeast 

part of the State with an average of 1.47 inches.

“Scattered showers continued to interrupt field progress. Sugarcane grinding is projected to begin around the end of 
September. Ripener is being applied to older stubble fields of sugarcane that will be harvested first. Soybean yields are 
variable with drought impacted fields yielding poorly. Hay producers continue to battle armyworms. Cattle producers are 
marketing calves.”

“Mostly dry conditions allowed for good progress in rice harvest and sugarcane planting. Evening rains over this past 
weekend will slow sugarcane planting early this upcoming week. Some cattle ranchers are baling rice straw and there was 
some hay harvested this past week.
