Sugarcane Production Up from Last Year
Corn, Cotton, Rice, Sorghum and Soybean Production Down from Last Year

Louisiana corn for grain production is forecast at 66.3 million bushels, unchanged from the August 1 forecast but down 7
percent from 2014. Based on conditions as of September 1, yield is expected to average 170 bushels per acre, unchanged
from last month but down 13 bushels from last year. Producers expect to harvest 390,000 acres of corn for grain,
unchanged from 2014.

All cotton production is forecast at 240,000 bales, down 30,000 bales from the August 1 forecast and 164,000 bales below
last year. Yield is expected to average 1,077 pounds per harvested acre, up 64 pounds from last month but down 77
pounds from 2014. Planted acreage is revised to 110,000 acres, down 20,000 acres from June 2015. Harvested acreage is
revised from 128,000 acres to 107,000 acres. If realized, this will be the lowest harvested acres on record in the state.

Total rice production for the state is forecast at 27.7 million hundredweight, down 7 percent from the August 1 forecast
and down 15 percent from last year’s production of 32.7 million hundredweight. Based on conditions as of September 1,
the all rice yield for 2015 is forecast at 6,700 pounds per acre, down 50 pounds from last month and down 430 pounds
from 2014. Planted acreage is revised to 420,000 acres, down 30,000 acres from June 2015. Breakdowns by grain
lengths are: long grain planted area is 355,000 acres and medium grain planted area is 65,000 acres. Harvested acreage
for all rice is revised to 414,000 acres, down 30,000 acres from last month.

Sorghum for grain production in 2015 is forecast at 6.56 million bushels, down 10 percent from the August 1 forecast and
down 27 percent from a year ago. Based on September 1 conditions, yield is expected to average 80 bushels per acre,
down 9 bushels from last month and down 13 bushels from 2014. Area for grain harvest, at 82,000 acres, is down 14,000
acres from 2014.

Soybean production in 2015 is forecast at 71.1 million bushels, down 4 percent from the August 1 forecast and down 11
percent from last year. Based on September 1 conditions, yield is expected to average 45 bushels per acre, down 2
bushels from last month and down 12 bushels from last year. Area for harvest, at 1.58 million acres, is up 175,000 acres
from 2014.

Sugarcane production is forecast at 12.3 million net tons, down 9 percent from the August 1 forecast but up 1 percent
from a year ago. The yield is forecast at 30 net tons per acre, down 2 net tons from last month but up 0.5 net ton from last
year. Area harvested for sugar and seed is revised to 410,000 acres, down 12,000 acres from June 2015.
