Land in farms increased 1.2% while the number of farms dropped by 2.5% 

 

Baton Rouge, LA – Today the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s National Agricultural Statistics 

Service (NASS) released the final 2017 Census of Agriculture results sharing a wide-range of 

information about agriculture across the United States in 2017. The full report includes millions 

of data points, including number of farms, land in farms, total value of production, 

demographics, and more at the national, state, and county levels.  

 
“For the first time, the Census report will also include information on military service, food 

marketing practices and on-farm decision making”, said Kathy Broussard, State Statistician of 

the NASS Louisiana Field Office. “Being able to capture the roles and changing makeup of the 

farming community will help guide decisions about ag education, farm programs, rural 

development and much more over the next several years.”  Much of the data about the state 

and parishes are only collected and reported as part of the every-five-year census. 

 
Broussard pointed out key highlights identified in the 2017 Census of Agriculture data for 

Louisiana. 

 

 Market Value of Agricultural Products Sold - $3,172,978,000 

 Land in Farms (acres) – 7,997,511 

 Number of Farms – 27,386 

o While the total number of farms decreased slightly, Louisiana saw an 

increase of 26% in farms with less than 9 acres as acres readjusted within 

farm size categories. 

 Average size of Farm (acres) – 292 

 Average Age of producers – 57.4
