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Dry Weather Continues, Barley Harvest Underway 
 

For the week ending, June 13, 2010, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.4 days in Maryland and 6.8 days in Delaware. Soil moisture ratings 
continued to rate primarily adequate conditions in Maryland and short to adequate conditions in Delaware.  A Delaware crop reporter reported, 
“Barley harvest is underway.  Wheat harvest is starting to gear up.  All crops need rain pretty bad at this point, it is turning hot with no predictable 
rainfall availability.” 
 
Hay supplies remained adequate throughout Maryland and Delaware. Pasture is rated in good conditions for Maryland and in fair to good conditions 
for Delaware.  Small grains and corn for grain are in good condition.  Both states reached 100 percent completed for the first cutting of alfalfa, and 
25 and 16 percent completed for the second cutting in Maryland and Delaware, respectively.  Maryland is reporting 97 percent completed for the first 
cutting of other hay, while Delaware reached 100 percent completion.  Both states are reporting 13 percent completed for the second cutting of other 
hay. Corn for grain emerged is 99 percent completed in Maryland.  Maryland is reporting 79 percent planted for soybeans and Delaware is reporting 
86 percent planted. Soybeans emerged reached 69 percent in Maryland and 71 percent in Delaware.  Barley is 98 percent turned for Maryland and 34 
percent harvested, while Delaware reached 100 percent turned and 45 percent harvested.  Winter wheat turned reached 90 and 100 percent in 
Maryland and Delaware, respectively.  Maryland is reporting 9 percent completed for winter wheat harvest and Delaware is reporting 7 percent 
completed.  Sweet corn is 89 percent planted in Maryland and 87 percent planted in Delaware.  Strawberries are 90 percent harvested in Maryland 
and 98 percent harvested in Delaware.
