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Wet Weather Impedes Planting 
 

For the week ending, April 10, 2011, the days suitable for fieldwork were 3.5 days in Maryland and 5.0 days in 
Delaware. Wet weather throughout the week prompted a slight increase in soil moisture surplus ratings. However, the 
majority of soil moisture ratings remained in adequate. One crop reporter in Southern Maryland reported “Rain 
continues to hamper field work. Crop conditions are good overall. Farmers are eager to start planting corn. However, 
soil conditions are just still too cold and wet.” 
 
Hay supplies are adequate throughout Maryland and Delaware. Green peas planted remained the same in Maryland 
and Delaware at 20 and 35 percent planted respectively. The remaining vegetable crops remain under 5 percent planted 
in both States. Potatoes are at 20 and 27 percent planted respectively in Maryland and Delaware. Fruit crops blooming 
remained the same or had slight increases with the exception of strawberries blooming at 19 percent in Maryland and 
21 percent in Delaware. Small grains remained in good condition. Barley and wheat fields are being scouted for aphids 
and inspected for nutrient deficiencies. Barley fields in some areas of Delaware experienced frost damage. Pasture 
conditions continued to be rated fair to good in both states.
