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Scattered Showers Offer Some Relief 
 
For the week ending, August 7, 2011, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.8 days in Delaware and 6.6 days in Maryland. Soil moisture ratings were 
very short to adequate in both states. A Delaware crop reporter responded, “Continue to get scattered showers...helping to maintain crops but 
overall there is moisture stress.” A Maryland crop reporter responded, “Moisture and temperatures continue to limit crop growth and 
development.” 
 
Hay supplies ranged from mostly adequate to short in Delaware, to mostly adequate in Maryland.  The second cutting of alfalfa hay was complete in 
Delaware and Maryland.  The third cutting of alfalfa hay was 51 percent and 50 percent for Delaware and Maryland, respectively.  Harvest of other 
hay continued in Delaware with the second cutting at 98 percent and the third cutting at 25 percent.  In Maryland, the second and third cuttings of 
other hay were 93 percent and 12 percent, respectively.   Pasture condition continued to decline without adequate rainfall.  Corn for grain was nearly 
complete with the silk stage in Delaware and Maryland.  Delaware was 98 percent dough and 33 percent dent.  Maryland was 56 percent dough and 
18 percent dent.  Early corn was beginning to dry down.  Irrigation continued in areas not affected by rainfall.  Blooming in soybeans were 89 
percent in Delaware and 70 percent in Maryland.  Pod set was 46 percent and 40 percent for Delaware and Maryland, respectively.  Potato harvest 
was 60 percent complete in Delaware and 81 percent complete in Maryland.  The peach season continued with Delaware reporting 71 percent 
harvested and Maryland reporting 61 percent harvested.  Apples were 43 percent harvested in Delaware and 13 percent harvested in Maryland.  
Cantaloupe, cucumber, snap bean, sweet corn, and watermelon harvests were over 60 percent complete in Delaware.  In Maryland, harvest was 
over 50 percent complete for cantaloupe, cucumbers, snap beans, sweet corn, and tomatoes.
