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Average Week for Field Work: Delaware and Maryland had an
average of 4.0 days suitable for field work. There were an average
of 4 days of precipitation with maximum of 1.98 inch of rainfall
in one single city. Maximum registered temperature in some parts
of the region were 83 degrees Fahrenheit with minimum of 25
degrees Fahrenheit as a result planting field progress were slowed
due to wet and cold soil temperatures. Both winter wheat and
barley are mostly in good condition. Field activities for the region
this week were very limited with some farmers plowing, planting
and fertilizing. Field activities for this coming week would focus
on small grain planting in continuation with corn field planting
and green peas as warmer weather conditions improves.
