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Light Frost and Spotty Rainfall throughout Region 
 

For the week ending, May 16, 2010, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.0 days in Maryland and 6.1 days Delaware. Soil moisture ratings 
continued to rate primarily adequate. A Southern Delaware crop reporter reported, “Light frost damaged transplants, emerged snap and 
lima beans. Excessive winds and blowing sand in many fields damaged melon transplants. Dry topsoil in most areas.  Farmers irrigating 
corn.” 
 
Hay supplies continue to remain adequate throughout Maryland and Delaware. Pasture conditions rate fair to good in both states. Small 
grains and corn for grain are in good condition.  The first cutting for alfalfa and other hay has taken place in both states.  Maryland is 
reporting 43 percent have completed the first cutting for alfalfa and 25 percent for other hay while Delaware is reporting 60 percent for 
alfalfa and 50 percent for other hay.  Corn for grain planting is progressing with 84 percent planted in Maryland and 98 percent planted in 
Delaware.  Corn for grain is 57 percent emerged in Maryland while Delaware is reporting 82 percent emergence.  Maryland is reporting 18 
percent planted for soybeans while Delaware is reporting 33 percent. Soybeans are beginning to emerge in both states—3 percent emerged 
in Maryland and 4 percent in Delaware.  Barley and winter wheat have headed in both states as well.  Maryland is reporting barley at 67 
percent headed and winter wheat at 90 percent headed while Delaware is reporting barley at 100 percent headed and winter wheat at 98 
percent headed.
