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Rainfall Improves Soybean Condition 
 
For the week ending, August 14, 2011, the days suitable for fieldwork were 6.0 days in Delaware and 6.1 days in Maryland. Soil moisture ratings 
were very short to adequate in both states. A Delaware crop reporter responded, “Some rain may help soybeans.  Irrigated vegetables are doing 
okay.” A Maryland crop reporter responded, “Not much field flooding.  Soil was so dry, it absorbed most of it.” 
 
Hay supplies were mostly adequate in Delaware and Maryland.  The third cutting of alfalfa hay was 62 percent and 80 percent complete for 
Delaware and Maryland, respectively.  Harvest of other hay continued in Delaware with the second cutting at 99 percent complete and the third 
cutting at 27 percent complete.  In Maryland, the second and third cuttings of other hay were 95 percent and 15 percent complete, respectively.   
Pasture conditions improved slightly in Maryland with the help of thunderstorms late in the week.  Corn for grain in Delaware was 99 percent dough 
and 59 percent dent.  Maryland field corn was 72 percent dough and 32 percent dent.  Corn for silage harvest began due to dry conditions.   Ninety-
two percent of soybeans had reached bloom in Delaware, and 63 percent of soybeans were setting pods.  In Maryland, 84 percent of soybeans had 
bloomed, while 55 percent were setting pods.  Rain showers over the weekend provided some moisture for soybeans to continue filling pods.  Potato 
harvest was 70 percent complete in Delaware and 91 percent complete in Maryland.  The peach harvest continued in Delaware and Maryland, with 
progress at 85 percent and 77 percent complete, respectively.  Apples were 46 percent harvested in Delaware and 22 percent harvested in Maryland.  
Summer vegetable harvest continued throughout Delaware and Maryland.
