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Good Week for Field Work: Maryland and Delaware had an
average of 5 days suitable for field work, while Delaware had 6
days suitable. The region received cool, wet weather during this
reporting period. This resulted in overall adequate levels of topsoil
and subsoil moisture. Rainfall reached a maximum of
approximately 2 inches of rain in Ocean City, MD and 1 inch in
Dover, DE. Temperatures reached a high of 88°F in Baltimore,
MD and a low of 40°F in Savage River Dam, MD. In Maryland,
hay alfalfa fourth cutting is 42 percentage points ahead of Delaware
and slightly the same as last year. Delaware corn dented is 7
percentage points ahead of Maryland and 13 percentage points
behind last year. Field work activities included cutting hay and
harvesting apples, cantaloupes, corn, cucumbers, lima beans,
peaches, potatoes, snap beans, sweet corn, tomatoes, and
watermelons.
