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Field Crops

There were 6.0 days suitable for fieldwork in Michigan
during the week ending October 18, according to the Great
Lakes Regional office of the National Agricultural Statistics
Service. In the Upper Peninsula and the northern Lower
Peninsula, where conditions have been abnormally dry over
the past month, many areas received some precipitation on
an almost daily basis, including some snow late in the week.
In the central and southern regions of the state, the weather
was cool and cloudy for much of the week, but most areas
remained dry enough for harvest and fall tillage to continue
at a good pace. There were a few areas reporting frosts with
overnight temperatures in the mid 20’s, effectively ending
the growing season for some, but helping to dry down
remaining crops for others. Soybean yields continue to be
better than previously expected; occasional shower activity
kept beans moist. Reported corn vyields have been
respectable, but moisture content has been high. In the
north, there were reports of small ears and weeds due to a
lack of rain earlier in the season, and some fields where the
crop would not fully mature. Seeding of winter wheat
remains ahead of last year and the average; germination has
been slow in drier parts of the State, but still was ahead of
schedule. Permanent storage for the sugarbeet crop started
October 18, allowing for faster harvest progress. Reported
beet yields continued to be above average, but the sugar
percentage was low due to damage from cercospora leaf
spot.

Fruit

Apple harvest was winding down in the south and west
central regions. Recent weather has continued to be
beneficial for color and sugar development. Fruit size and
firmness remained good. Cooler weather over the weekend
was not expected to cause damage to fruit, but would loosen
up apples for harvest. More labor became available as
vegetable harvest has wrapped up. More late-season
varieties were being harvested, including lda Red and Red
Delicious, as harvest of Golden Delicious and Northern Spy
continued. Fuji, Crispen and Braeburn were moving
towards maturity while Winesap seemed to be lagging
behind. Goldrush and Granny Smith have yet to be
harvested. Grape harvest continued.
