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Corn for grain production in Minnesota during 2015 is estimated at 1.43 billion bushels, according to the USDA, National 

Agricultural Statistics Service annual Crop Production 2015 Summary report.  The estimate is down 1 percent from the 

November 1 forecast but up 21 percent from 2014.  Production is 4 percent higher than the previous state record set in 2012.  

Minnesota's corn for grain yield is estimated at 188 bushels per acre, 1 bushel more than the November 1 forecast and 32 bushels 

above 2014.  This is the highest yield in Minnesota on record, 11 bushels above the previous record set in 2010.  Area harvested for 

grain is estimated at 7.60 million acres, down 150,000 acres from the November 1 forecast but 50,000 acres above 2014.  Corn planted 

for all purposes in 2015 is estimated at 8.1 million acres, down 100,000 acres from the November 1 estimate and 2014. 

 

Corn for silage production is estimated at 9.68 million tons, up 8 percent from 2014.  The silage yield estimate of 21.5 tons per acre is 

3.5 tons per acre higher than 2014.  Producers harvested 450,000 acres of corn for silage, a decrease of 50,000 acres from 2014.  

 

Soybean production is estimated at 378 million bushels in 2015, down slightly from the November 1 forecast but up 25 percent 

from 2014.  Minnesota soybean growers averaged 50.0 bushels per acre in 2015.  This is unchanged from the November 1 forecast but 

up 8.5 bushels from the 2014 yield.  The yield is the highest on record, up 4.5 bushels from the previous record set in 2005.  The 

harvested acreage of 7.55 million is down slightly from the November 1 estimate but is 4 percent above 2014.  Soybean planted 

acreage, at 7.60 million acres, is up 3 percent from 2014 and the highest planted acreage on record. 

 

All hay production for the state is estimated at 3.98 million tons, down 11 percent from the 4.49 million tons produced in 2014.  

Producers averaged 2.53 tons per acre, up from 2.35 tons in 2014.  All hay harvested acres is estimated at 1.57 million acres, down 18 

percent from 2014. 

 

Alfalfa and alfalfa mixtures production is estimated at 2.84 million tons, down 11 percent from 2014.  Producers averaged 2.7 tons 

per acre, 0.2 ton below the 2014 yield.  Harvested acres, at 1.05 million, are down 50,000 acres from 2014.  Minnesota producers 

seeded 230,000 acres of alfalfa in 2015, down 20,000 from the previous year. 

Other hay production is estimated at 1.14 million tons, 12 percent below 2014.  Producers averaged 2.2 tons per acre, up 

from 1.6 tons per acre in 2014.  Harvested acres of other hay, at 520,000, is down 36 percent from the previous year.  

 

Sugarbeet production is estimated at 12.2 million tons, up 25 percent from 2014.  Yield averaged 28.0 tons per acre, up 5.5 tons from 

2014. The harvested acres at 435,000 is 1,000 more than 2014.  

 

Oil Sunflower production is estimated at 124 million pounds, up 90 percent from 2014.  Producers averaged 1,650 pounds per acre, 

up 14 percent from 2014.  Oil sunflower harvested area is 75,000 acres.  Non-oil sunflower production is estimated at 42.3 million 

pounds, up 87 percent from 2014.  The non-oil sunflower yield is estimated at 1,800 pounds per acre, up 15 percent from 2014.  Area 

harvested for non-oil sunflowers is 23,500 acres.

United States Corn and Soybean Production 

 

Corn for grain production is estimated at 13.6 billion bushels, down slightly from the November forecast and down 4 percent from the 2014 

estimate. The average yield in the United States is estimated at 168.4 bushels per acre. This is down 0.9 bushel from the November forecast and 2.6 

bushels below the 2014 average yield of 171.0 bushels per acre. Area harvested for grain is estimated at 80.7 million acres, up slightly from the 

November forecast but down 3 percent from the 2014 acreage. 

 

Soybean production in 2015 totaled a record 3.93 billion bushels, down 1 percent from the November forecast but up slightly from 2014. The 

average yield per acre is estimated at a record high 48.0 bushels, 0.3 bushel below the November forecast but 0.5 bushel above the 2014 yield. 

Harvested area is down less than 1 percent from last year's record acreage to 81.8 million acres.
