
 

In 2014, Stevens County was the largest dry edible bean producing county in Minnesota 
with 260,000 hundredweight.  Kandiyohi and Swift were second and third, respectively.  
Northwest Minnesota was the largest dry edible bean producing district, with 1.37 million 
hundredweight produced.  

The highest yielding county was Stevens with a yield of 2,390 pounds per acre. Chippewa 
and Swift had the next two highest yields.  The lowest yielding county was Wadena at 
2,070 pounds per acre.  Kandiyohi County had the second lowest yield at 2,240.  

Statewide, Minnesota produced 2.89 million hundredweight of dry edible beans, up 23 
percent from 2013.  Yield remained the same as last year at 1,950 pounds per acre.

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CATTLE ON FEED 
 

 
 

Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in Minnesota for all feedlots with a capacity greater than 1,000 head totaled 
146,000 head on April 1, 2015.  This is up 1,000 head from last month and up 8 percent from last year.   

Placements during March totaled 23,000 head, up 28 percent from last month and last year.  Marketings for March were 
21,000 head, up 62 percent from last month and up 31 percent from last year.  Other disappearance totaled 1,000 head.  

Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in the United States for feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head totaled 
10.8 million head on April 1, 2015. The inventory was slightly above April 1, 2014. The inventory included 7.46 million steers 
and steer calves, up 5 percent from the previous year. This group accounted for 69 percent of the total inventory. Heifers 
and heifer calves accounted for 3.34 million head, down 10 percent from 2014.  

Placements in feedlots during March totaled 1.81 million, slightly above 2014. Net placements were 1.74 million head. 
During March, placements of cattle and calves weighing less than 600 pounds were 365,000, 600-699 pounds were 
275,000, 700-799 pounds were 449,000, and 800 pounds and greater were 720,000. Marketings of fed cattle during March 
totaled 1.63 million, 2 percent below 2014. March marketings are the lowest since the series began in 1996. Other 
disappearance totaled 69,000 during March, 6 percent above 2014.

The March 2015 average price received by farmers for corn in 
Minnesota was $3.66 per bushel according to the latest USDA, 
National Agricultural Statistics Service – Agricultural Prices 
report.  This was up $0.01 from the February price, but $0.69 
lower than March 2014. 

The March 2015 average price received by farmers for 
soybeans, at $9.52 per bushel, was down $0.26 from the 
February price, and $3.78 lower than the March 2014 price.   

The March oat price was $3.08 per bushel, up $0.09 from 
February, but $0.88 below March 2014.  

All hay prices in Minnesota averaged $111.00 per ton in March, 
up $8.00 from the February price, and $64.00 per ton less than 
March 2014.  Alfalfa hay prices fell $69.00 per ton from one year ago, to $120.00 and other hay prices were $47.00 per 
ton lower than last year, at $80.00.   

The March average price was $17.10 per cwt for milk, down $0.60 from February, and $9.00 per cwt below one year ago.
