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According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Mississippi, there were 5.5 days suitable for fieldwork 

for the week ending Sunday, August 25, 2013. Some farmers received more than adequate amounts of rainfall from 

widespread, sparse afternoon showers, while others are beginning to approach a small deficit. On average, all crops 

appear to be doing well. Soil moisture was rated 9 percent very short, 16 percent short, 68 percent adequate, and 7 

percent surplus.
