According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Mississippi, there were 3.0 days suitable for fieldwork for the 

week ending Sunday, June 8, 2014.  Topsoil moisture supplies were 0 percent very short, 6 percent short, 50 percent 

adequate, and 44 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 6  percent short, 62 percent 

adequate, and 31 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 66.6 degrees Fahrenheit at Booneville to 74.9 degrees 

Fahrenheit at Monticello. Highs ranged from 83.8 degrees Fahrenheit at Aberdeen to 92.1 degrees Fahrenheit at 

Monticello. Rain has been a significant issue in the northern and central part of the state, with the northern part 

experiencing flash flooding, while the southern part of the state has been dry and is starting to run low on moisture.
