According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Mississippi, there were 3.3 days suitable for fieldwork 

for the week ending Sunday, July 20, 2014.  Topsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 9 percent short, 

64 percent adequate, and 26 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 2 percent very short, 11 percent short, 

68 percent adequate, and 19 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 61.4 degrees Fahrenheit at Hickory Flat 

to 73.4 degrees Fahrenheit at Biloxi. Highs ranged from 78.3 degrees Fahrenheit at Ashland to 92.6 degrees 

Fahrenheit at Monticello. The precipitation for this week was widespread throughout the state, with the highest 

concentration of rainfall in the northeastern region of the state with an average of 3.56 inches.

I talked with our row crops specialist and farmers are using little to no irrigation right 

now. The moisture is still good in the fields according to the field meters. We had a good set in rain on Friday and 

this will play to our favor on the crops in this area. Most of our livestock producers are working on the second hay 

cutting and the livestock are doing really fine on the pastures right now. Prices on cattle are very good right now at 

the market. Gardens are still looking good and produce is looking good at the farmers market as well.”
