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The following are the survey results from the 2017 crop year marketings and monthly prices. These data are also posted on our web
site at https://www.nass.usda.gov/ms and in more detailed reports at the Internet address above. Thanks to all who responded to the
questionnaires and interviews for these surveys.

2017 Mississippi Total Value of Production for Field Crops Up 7 Percent

The value of production for field crops in Mississippi during 2017 totaled $2.39 billion, up 7 percent from $2.24 billion in
2016. The top three crop commodities, soybeans, cotton, and corn, accounted for 81 percent of the total value of production
for field crops. All field crops in Mississippi, with the exception of corn, rice, sorghum, and wheat, showed an increase in
value of production from 2016. Peanuts showed the largest increase at 32 percent; while sorghum showed the largest
decrease at 70 percent followed by wheat at 44 percent.

At the national level, the value of production for field crops was down 1 percent, at $141 billion, from 2016. Corn, at

$48.5 billion, was the leading field crop followed by soybeans at $41.0 billion and all hay at $16.2 billion.
