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WEATHER  The paramount weather event in Nebraska the
week ending July |4th was the torrential
thunderstorm rains which fell from south central into
east central Nebraska durlng the evening hours of the
I0th and early morning hours of the Ilth. Resultant
ralnfall totals from two to seven Inches were measured
in a 20 to 40 mile wide band extending from Red Cloud
northeastward to Oscecla, while two to five-inch
totals were reported in an area centered 40 miles
northwest of Grand lsland. Considerable lowland
flooding occurred on the upper reaches of the West
Fork of the Big Blue River and also in the vicinity of
Red Cloud, causlng irreparable damage to crops.‘ Hat |
up to the size of hens' eggs caused +total destruction
of crops In a 30-square mile area centered 45 miles
northeast of Grand lsiand the evening of the [0th.

Seasonably warm weather was the rule from the 8th through {3th statewide, and in the
southeast on the l4th. High humiditles added to the discomfort in most sections on the I3th.
A surge of cooler air brought pleasant temperatures to the State on the I5th. Temperature
extremes last week were from 41 degrees at Agate on the [lth to 102 degrees at Pawnee City
on the [4th.

Precipltation the week ending the [4th was highly varlable in amount over small dis-
tances, but averaged out under a half inch in the Panhandle, Sandhills and southwest and
about an Inch in the southeasT third of the State.

CROPS  Wheat harvest progressed rapidiy last week and is 60 percent completed compared with
58 percent normal. Harvesting operations were hampered by local showers that
deiayed earlty morning operations. Local hail damage was reported In a few areas.

Irrigation of row crops continues and is helping to maintain the over-all good condi-
tion of crops. Corn is making good development. Scattered reports of insect damage in corn
have been received but are not serious yet.

Sorghum is making good growth; however, the greenbug population Is increasing. Some
farmers have started spraying.

Cultivation of summer fallow Is done as time permits. The second cutting of hay is
almost half completed. Dry beans and sugar beets remaln in good condition.

LIVESTOCK Livestock conditions remain very good. Pastures and ranges are providing
adequate forage,
