VIEATHEGR  Average temperatures varied from about 8° above normal in the extreme south-
T eastern portion of the State to near normel in the extreme northwest, The
beginning and end of the week were rather cool, but high temperatures prevailed at
other times, particularly in the eastern portion of the State, where afterncon tem-
peratures in the middle.to upper 90s occurred. There was no rainfall during the week
except for light to moderate showers in the extrems western and extreme southeastern
portions of the State.
CROPS Corn made very rapid progress toward maturity during the past week,, While-a
large percentage is still immature, -corn with over 35% molsture, about three-

fourths of the crop could withstand light frost without serious damage.. The late corp
made good progress end if frost holds off until at least the normal date, it should |
meke considerable grain for-early feeding. The high temperatures and rapid maturity
is expected to causc some llght chaffy corn, TDespite the spotted condition, it now
appears that Nebraska will heve a fair erop of corm. The frost that occurred Septem-
ver 15th did some damege to corn in the Panhandle and to some - corn in low places in
southwestern and south central Nebrasia, . o

The state-wide corn burvey as of Septanber 12th indicated 15% of the crop mature,
b,ov/ dented*but not matured, 19% in the hard dough stage, 10% in the soft dough stage,"
3% in the milk, LJ.not in the milk and 10% rithout ears formed.. This indicstes that
555 of .the erop had advanced far enough by SeptCﬁber 1cth to be safe from frost.

“ﬁnter wheat seeding has made splendid progress except -in southeastern Nebraska .
where more moisture is needed Percentages seeded a*‘tﬁe close of last week were as
follows: Panhendle, B7p; Central District, 37%; East Centrsl, 26%; Southwest, 7éhs
South' Central, Li; Southeastem, 2lgss and ‘the State as a whole, 5&% of the wheat
seeded. Theat has made splendid growth in the Panhandle and southwestern Nebrasksa,
and has started to come up in the early seeded fields in south-central Nebraska. More
rain is needed badly in southeastern Nebraska{ The dry weather in July, August and
early Seotpmbar increased the mortality of Hessian fly in western Nebrasks so that
less damage is expected thah that indicated earlier in“the seasond '

'Séme sorghum haS been harveste in western Nebraska. Farther esst, sorghum im-
proved. Some of the lete commercial potatoes in westem Mebraska, both on dry land
and in the North Platte Valley, were injured by the frost September 15th. Dry land
potatoes north of the'river had been previously dameged by dry weather during the
summer. The ground was packed by heavy June rainfall, end with .the drought that fol-
lowed, the potatoes are poorly shaped. There was considerable damage to the late
planted beans from frost in tho North Platte Valley. About 50 of the earlier plant-
ings were harvested by the closc of last week. _—

Some of the pasture showsd little improvement, range is curing nicsly, but about
one=fourth of the counties report short pastures. The fourth.crop of alfalfa needs
more rain, and about 704 of the intended seeding of alfalfa is completed, but the
acreage seeded and to be seeded will be somewhat below intentions because of the dry
soil and loosc seed bed. About two-thirds of the intonded acreage of grasses has
been seeded.
