CROPS Reports on the condition of wheat throughout the state continue highly f_vor-

able. The soil moisture supply makes the condition ideal for the crop to go
into the winter. The present outlook is far more favorable than it was on this date

a year ago. The Western Panhandle counties have not reoeiv_as much of the fall

moisture as the balance of the state but July and August precipitation was far abeve

normal in that area where wheat is grown largely on summer fallow land. Nearly all
of the autumn precipitation in _he crate occurred between October 15 and December 4e

Southwestern Nebraska, which had been so dry last s_m,r, received a generous

supply of fall rain, ranging generally from S to S_ inches. Dundy and Keith oountiee
were slightly below 3 inches, while Hitchcoek and Red Willow counties received oVer
5 inches of precipitation,

In south-central Nebraska precipitation ranged from Smt to 4_ inches with half

the counties far in excess of that amount. Adams county received 5.S5 inches# Phelps
count T 6.30 inohes_ Harlan 6.80 inohesp and Webster ?elO inches.

The eastern third of the state received its fall moisture later than the wee_zn

two-thirds of the stats. The amounts in the souacheas%ern district generally ran_ed
from nearly 4 inches to over 7 inches. The lowest amoantwas 3+37 inches in

Richardson county. Some of the larger amounts were Jefferson eounty with 5e46 inch.e,
Saline 6.82 inches, Nuokolls 7,34 inches# and Thayer with 7.$6 inches+

The east-central district fared about as well as the southeastern district with

fall moisture ranging from S_ to 4_! inches. The lowest was S.45 inches in Case

county and some of the higher amounts were 5 inches in York county# 5e19 inches in

Seward oount_ and 5.17 inches in Saunders county.

The central district north of the Platte River is not a heavy wheat district

but the counties growing the largest aoreags in the districtreceived fall moisture
as follows: Buffalo SeS0 inches# Hall S+75 inches# and Custer 4.15 inches.

The map. on the back of this page gives the autumn preeipitatlon by counties

which was received mostly between October 15 and December _. The amounts were gen-
erally ample, to penetrate th_ subsoil to a satisfactory depth. While the Panhandle

counties didnot receiveas much of the au%unmmoistur% they received considerably
above normal during July and AugustR The general rain that occurred September 2

covered the Panhandle as well as the balance of the state. Furthermore, the fall
rains occurred earlier in western Nebraska than in eastern Nebraska.
