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VfFATHER The week opened warm but co!$cr air overspread the State after the first

two days. Thereafter, temperatures were near to below normal_ with rather

mild days but some cold nights. Absence of wind made the cold more tolerable.

_oderate to heavy snow, preceded by some freezing rain in spots, fell over most of

the southern half of the State on Wednesday. The northern half received no pre-

cipitation of consequence.

December was warm and dry. Many stations from the southwest to the nartheast

received no precipitation of consequence. Noderate rains fell over the southeast

early in the month. _ny stations in the northwest and western Panhandle received

moderate to locally heavy snows during the month. There was much sunny mild weather.

Strong winds were less frequent than usual.

CROPS Snow cover ranging from i to 7 inches over the major portion of the winter

wheat producing area was of material benefit to the prospective 1955 crop.

Generally, the dry weather during November and December was detrimental to the crop

and high winds were causing some severe wind erosion and loss of acreage 3 particularly

in western counties. The recent snow will provide moisture and at the same time

form a protective cover over the plants that will prevent loss from winter killing

caused by low temperatures. _st of the snow that fell lay evenly over the fields

as there was very little wind.

Low temperatures during the week practically halted all field work in the

northeastern area, which was missed by the snow. Hov_ever, farmers continue to fer-

tilize the land and to haul manure when the weather permits_ Ranges in the northern

area are generally open and livestock are obtaining adequate feed from the cut-over

meadows and winter pastures. Elsewhere, the recent snow brought a halt to the

pasturing of stalk fields and many farmers are now placing cattle in feed lots_

The present hay stocks are qui_e adequate for the feeding of livestock throughout

the remaining winter months unless unusually severe conditions prevail. Hay is

moving out of the State &o southern drouth areas but this has slowed in the past
week or _vo,

LIVh_TOCK So far, the winter feeding season has been quite favorable for livestock.

Both cattle and sheep feeders report that animals have made excellent

gains. Some early lambing is reported and losses have been light.
