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WEATHER Cold weather prevailed during the week, except for warm weather Saturday, and in

the west Friday. Snow fell over most of the state early in the week. Amounts

were generally heavy in the southeast and east-central, maderate over a belt extending from

the south-central to the northeast, and ligh_ in the_wes_t and north-central portions @f the

state. Strong northerly winds during and immediately a_ter the snow caused:considerable

drifting. _'

CROPS Snowfall last week, ranging up to 6 and 8 inches, brought some relief to winter

crops and pastures, although much of it drifted leaving fields, or parts of fields,

bare and exposed. There'was less drifting of snow in corn stalk and stObble land and in ....

other fields where vegetative c6v_r _alped hold the snow during the high winds. In these

cases, dry surface soil conditions were partially relieved and snow cover offered some

protection from high winds and low temperatures.

Snowfall was light in much of the central and northeastern parts of the state where

surface moisture has been critically short for several months, Winter crops in this area_

were hit again by sub-zero temperatures, and further concern developed regarding the

survival of some fields. Some winter losses to crops are reported over much of the eastern

two-thirds of the state, although'damage in the extreme southeastern part is relatively

light. The outlook continues favorable in the Panhandle and parts of southwestern Nebraska

Farm activity was mainly centered on winter chores, caring for livestock, and

marketing farm products.

LIVESTOCK Cold weather required contlnued heavy feeding of livestock. Snow cover in some

places restricted use of pastures and field forage by livestock_ but abundance

of hay and grain supplies provided the feed necessary to hold the condition of livestock

and maintain production rates. Stocker and feeder cattle are still in strong demand. Early

season births of lambs, calves and pigs are reported in increasing volume. The cold ,

weather was a little rough on the new arrivals, but losses are reported as light. Baby.

chick deliveries are starting the usual seasonal increase. _ _
