WEATHER Temperatures showed a gradual warming trend through the week and slightly cgoler
on Sunday. Averages were mostly 4 to §° above scasonal normals, The only
precipitation was scattered light rain on Sunday.

CROPS Most wheat and other fall sown crops remain in satisfactory condition, but some
winterkill has been reported and some wind damage occurred in the early part of
the week. A snov cover would help protecct the crop.

An increasing number of corn and milo fields have becn completely gleaneﬂ by cattle.
Many corn stalk fields have been disked during the open weather this winter. Field
wotk is well advanced for this time of year.

Hay and forage supplies are near avcrage and are cxpected to be adequate for the
feeding season. The late fall and relatively open winter have helped conserve feed,
Local demand for hay and feced has been light., 1linter ranges arc open, and many pasturcs
are providing feed, Care of livestock continued to be the main farm activity. Besides
regular feeding opcrations and checking water supplies, increasing numbers of new
crop calves, lambs and pigs are requiring care. The severe 'cold early in the week
caused some. frozen water lines. Pgtato growers in the western area arc still sorting
and marketing their crop.

LIVESTOCK The scvere winter weather carly in the week caused some shrink and hardship
on young stock but the milder weather later in the weck. brought recovery.
llost livestock remain in good condition. Many cattle are still in corn and milo fields.
Discase problems are mostly under control at present., Production of milk dnd eggs and
fcedlot gains arc near normal for this time of the year.
