WEATHER It was unseasohably warm until cooler over the weekend. Temperatures reached the
60's and 70's across the State by midweek. A .number of southwestern and south
central stations reported 80 degrees on Wednesday. A temperature of 78 degrees that day
set a new all-time record at Grand Island for so early in the season. Temperatures for the
week averaged from five to nine degrees above normal. i

Ve}y dry weather continues with no precipitation of consequence during the week.

CROPS Wheat was "greening" some with the return of mild temperatures. Most areas of the

3 Panhandle and southwest have adequate subsoil moisture supplies but surface moisture
is quite low. Much of the south central, east central and southeast have low supplies of
subsoil moisture., The lack of surface moisture 1s most critical.for wheat plants in areas
where wheat seeding was late or slow.starting due. to lack of fall precipitation, Additional
loss of wheat acreage from wind erosion continued in the Panhandle and southwest. There is
some delay in fertilizing wheat because of lack. of surface moisture.

-Seedbed preparatlon is well under way. Much-of this work was accomplished last fall.
Dry surface now is aiding early tlllage. Some planting of spring crops has begun but is

very limited. . The delay in seeding is caused mainly from lack of moisture for seed germin-
ation. £

Feed grain supplies remain adequate. Supplies of hay and roughage continue to decline.
and; prospects, are diminishing for early grass pasture. Range and pasture feed conditions
declined slightly.. Less than two-fifths of the stalk fields are being pastured as more
fields become completely grazed and spring tillage is starting. .

. Pranlcally all days were favorable for work., The milder weather increased interest in
field work such as stalk shredding, plowing, discing, and chiseling. Some are hauling
ranure and applying fertilizers and lime. Other work consists of livestock care, machinery
repair, and purchase of seeds, chemicals, and supplies. : -

LIVESTOCK Livestock conditions are good and only normal losses of newborn are being
reported. Mild temperatures were quite favorable to newborn llvestock. Pasture
and range feed is becomlng dry, dusty, and brittle, :
