NEBRASKA WEEKLY WEATHER AND CROP REPORT

Release 1/5/70 , Week Ending 1/5/70

WEATHER The weather in Nebraska the past week was cloudy, snowy and persistently .
cold. . Temperatures for the week averaged from seven to ten degrees below
normal in the west to as much as 10 to 20 degrees below normal in the east.

The frequent smows were generally light, and there was not a large increase in
snow depths during the week. At the end of the week there was an inch or less of snow
on the ground in the west ranging up to four-inches in the far southeast and nine to
11 inches elsewhere in the east.

CROPS, - Snow cover is providing limited protection te wheat and rye in the west and

good protection elsewhere as extremely cold temperatures covered the State.
However, the snow in some areas is loose and subject to drifting if excessive winds
are experienced.

Feed grain and forage supplies are adequate to abundant over the State exeept for
portions of the central and north central. Stalk field grazing was limited by snow
cover, but cattle are foraging through about 50 percent of the corn and milo fields.
There were some wheat field and diverted acres pastured but on a very 1imited basis.
Supplemental feeding of cake and hay are necessary.

Farm activities were limited to livestock chores and record keeping. Sub-zero

temperatures caused extra work in providing feed and water to livestock.

LIVESTOCK  Snow and eold weather ecaused considerable stress on young livestock.
Plenty of straw is necessary to provide warm, dry resting areas. Gains on
fed cattle were somewhat limited.
