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WEATHER Hot weather was the rule over the west half of Nebraska the week end of July 29,

but the influxes of cloudiness and cool air that followed caused temperatures to

average five to I0 degrees subnormal for the week ending August 6th. Maxima in the 70s and

80s were common Monday through Friday of last week. Reported temperature extremes last week

were from 45 degrees at Agate to 102 degrees at Chadron--both readings occurring on July 30.

Several periods of showers and thunderstorms occurred during the first half of the week

ending August 6th, with dry weather prevalent during the latter part of the seven-day period.

Significant rains, totaling more than two inches in spots, fell from the south central to

northeast on July 31st and south of the Platte on August 2nd.

The week end of August 6th saw generally dry weather statewide as cooler air advanced
across Nebraska.

CROPS Surface and subsoil moisture supplies are adequate to surplus except for a few

local areas. Intermittent showers are causing delays in field work and about four

days was all that was favorable for work last week. The cool temperatures and continued

precipitation have allowed some irrigators to stop watering crops, at least temporarily.

Corn is making very good progress and is rated good to excellent. About 90 percent of
the acreage has reached the silking stage and few problems exist.

The sorghum crop looks good to excellent, and 60 percent of the acreage is heading.
Greenbug populations have greatly diminished.

Soybean development advanced to 35 percent podding. The crop is rated good to excellent
in most areas.

Farmers have been catching up on odd jobs as weather permits. Summer fallowed land

requires additional tillage. Sugar beets, potatoes and dry beans are making very good growth

in western areas, but the continued wet conditions may be a problem for dry bean and potato

growers. About 90 percent of the second crop of alfalfa has been harvested and I0 percent of

the third crop. Some losses in quality are being experienced where wet conditions persist.
Wet conditions are also hampering wild hay harvest in some areas.

LIVESTOCK Livestock conditions are very good with cool temperatures being quite favorable

to grain fed animals. Range and pastures are providing good feed in most areas

and are rated average to above average.
