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WEATHER

Temperatures in the 90's and up to

105 degrees prevailed during the afternoons
the entire period with the means 3 to 6 de-
grees above normal. Showers and thunder-
gtorms brought light rainfall amounts to
the Panhandle during the midportion of the
period with more substantial amounts over
the eastern half Saturday night. Norfolk
reported near 2.00 inches during the night.

CROPS

Dry, windy weather with temperatures
in the nineties continued to reduce topsoil
and subsoil moisture supplies. Topsoil
molsture supplies are now short in 89% of
the counties and adequate in 11%. Subsoil
moisture supplies are 82% short and 18%
adequate. A year ago topsoil supplies
were 98% short and subsoil supplies were
91% short.

Although scattered showers occurred
during the survey week, all seven days were
suitable for fieldwork.

Winter wheat is 70% harvested compared
with 95% harvested a year ago. Normal pro-
gress 1s 70%. Harvest i1s nearing comple-
tion in almost all areas of the State
except the Panhandle where harvest is about
20% complete.

Corn condition declined from a week
ago due to the hot, dry weather. The aver-
age condition for the State is 81% compared

to 867 last week and 66% a year ago. County

agents reported condition as poor in 4% of
the counties, fair in 21%, good in 65% and
excellent in 10%. Due to the dry weather,
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irrigation continues in full swing. Al-
most 40%Z of the corn has silked compared
to a normal of 307%. Silking has occurred
in the south central, east and southeast
areas. Corn borer, corn rootworms and
grasshoppers are starting to show up.
Sorghum condition declined from a
week ago to an average of 80%. Average
condition was 867 last week and 67% last
year. Condition is poor in 2% of the
counties, fair in 32%, good 1in 627% and
excellent in 47%. Spraying for greenbugs
has been reported in several areas.
Soybean condition also declined from
a week ago. The average condition is 81%
compared to 86% last week and 67% last
year. Condition is fair in 25% of the
counties, good in 70% and excellent in 5%.
Alfalfa hay condition continued to
decline with 6% of reporting counties re-
porting poor, 34% fair, 55% good and 5%
excellent. About 70% of the second crop
has been harvested. Wild hay condition
also declined with 2% of counties reported
poor, 43% fair, 51% good and 4% excellent.
Sugarbeets and dry beans are reported
in generally good condition. Irrigation
has been necessary in most areas due to
insufficient soil moisture.

LIVESTOCK

Pasture and range feed supplies con-
tinued to decline and are now short in
59% of the counties and adequate in 41%.
Last week 33X of counties were short and
lagt year 93% were short.
