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Temperatures averaged 5 to 8 degrees

above normal over most of the State ex-

cept the north central section which

averaged 10 degrees above normal.

Precipitation was heavy mostly toward

the end of the week. Thunderstorms caused

most of the rain with 3.40 inches reported

at North Platte. Precipitation averaged
near a half inch across the State.

GENERAL

Generally favorable weather allowed

farmers to make considerable planting

progress in the State. Warmer tempera-

tures promoted germination and growth of

crops and pastures.

Topsoil moisture is rated adequate

or above in 83% of the counties and short

in 17%. Subsoil moisture is considered

adequate or better in 91% of the State

and short in only 9%. A year ago, top-

soil moisture was surplus in 26% of the

countles_ adequate in 71% and short in

3%. Subsoil moisture was rated adequate
in 65% and short in 35%.

Corn planting is near completion in

many localities with 90% now planted as

compared with nearly 95% a year ago.

Normal planting progress for this date

is 90%. Nearly half is emerged as com-

pared with 80% a year ago.

Sorghum planting moved ahead rapidly

wlth 40% of the acreage now seeded. A

year ago, 70% was planted and normally

about 55% is planted.

Soybean planting progressed well and

statewlde 35% is planted as compared with

nearly 60% a year ago. Normally, 50% of

the crop is planted by this time.

The winter wheat crop is generally

rated in good condition and is beginning

to head in many areas. Statewlde 5% is

heading as compared with nearly 75% a

year ago. The crop is Jolntlng on 85% of

the acreage while thls stage was complete

a year ago.

Some isolated cutting of alfalfa has

been done but less than 5% of the first

cutting has been completed.

LIVESTOCK

Pasture and range feed supplies are

rated as adequate in 98% of the counties.

Feedlots are muddy in areas where heavy
rains fell.
